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God is opening a door fo Muslim, Hindu nations!
At 30th National Holy Spirit Conference, July 10-16, 2004, Reza Safa
to describe ‘the first massive harvest in a Muslim nation in 1500 years’

They have dreams and visions of Jesus before they hear the Gospel! Miraculous physical
healings and deliverances as they praise Jesus! “The Lord has opened a door to Muslim
nations that no devil can shut. He has already prepared their hearts. They are hungry for
Him. Iran has never been so ripe for harvest as it is today. We are seeing the first massive
harvest of souls the Church has ever reaped in a Muslim country in 1500 years!” says
Reza F. Safa, a former radical Shiite Muslim born and raised in Iran. Since giving his life
to Jesus, he has preached the Gospel in nearly fifty nations with mass evangelistic and
healing crusades. “What God is doing in Iran today,” he says, “parallels what He did in

Jerusalem, described in Acts 6:7:
*The word of God increased: and
the number of disciples multi-
plied greatly.” Only today it's “a
great company of Muslims who
are ‘obedient to the faith."™

This is the kairos moment of
God'svisitation. He is opening
supernatural doors of opportunity
to reach Muslims and Hindus in
mass conversions—despite the
escalating violence and militancy
of radical Islamic and Hindu
fundamentalists.

Firsthand accounts of this
mighty move of God will be
heard at the 30th National Holy
Spirit Renewal Conference, July 10-16, 2004, American
Baptist Assembly Grounds, Green Lake, Wis., under the
theme "Spirit Empowered Witnesses to the Ends of the
Earth.” Sponsored by the Holy Spirit Renewal Ministries in
American Baptist Churches, the conference marks its 30th
year at Green Lake this surnmer—at the same time the Con-
ference Center is celebrating its 60th year.

Reza Safa will report how “a powerful wave of awaken-
ing is sweeping across the Muslim world as thousands upon
thousands of Muslims are coming to Christ in the Middle
East, Africa, Asia, Europe and America.” Reigns of terror
by dictators like Saddam Hussein, Khadafi, Idi Amin, the
Mojahedin ( Afghanistan) —coupled with the rise of fanatic
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Islamic fundamentalism—have cre-
ated a backlash among many secu-
lar Muslims who now hate Islam,
are disillusioned, confused, hope-
less,” he writesin Inside Islam: Ex-
posing and Reaching the World of
Islam (Creation House). He has also
written Blood of the Sword, Blood
of the Cross (Sovereign World,
STL Books).

Safa heads a worldwide healing
and evangelistic ministry, Harvest-
ers Worldwide Outreach,

Dr. Denton Lotz, U.5.A., Gen-
eral Secretary, Baptist World Al-
liance, will headline the opening
days of the conference, bringing
inspiring accounts of how the Lord is moving in the world-
wide community of more than 110 million Baptists. A rec-
ognized missiologist who speaks passionately of the move
of the Holy Spirit around the world, Dr. Lotz has many per-
sonal stories of missionaries from the Two-Thirds World
who are working with unreached peoples.

In the world's only Hindu kingdom, Nepal, Baptists today
have more than 90 churches, 400 home fellowships and
10,000 members—and it all began when two Nepali fled to
North East India, were led to the Lord by Baptists, and re-
tumed in 1993 to tell of Jesus. By 2010, the Nepal Baptists
hope to have 1,000 churches with over 20,000 members.
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
